Ms. Valdez and Mrs. Bowles Classroom Procedures, Expectations, and Important Information

For 7th and 8th Grades

I. Procedures 

1) Students will not enter the classroom without the teacher present.

2) Students will enter the classroom and immediately ready themselves for the period.   

3) For prayer students will immediately assume a respectful prayer posture facing the crucifix in the classroom. 

4) Students will always line up for change of class in a neat and orderly fashion.  One row will be called at a time or girls will line up first followed by the boys.

5) Students will maintain a neat and orderly desk.

6) Agendas will be written in throughout the week. Any letters or notes addressed to me can be written in or stapled to your child’s agenda.

7) Students will ask to use the restroom as they need to. 

8) If a conference is necessary, please schedule it with the front office. 
9) We will not discuss your child’s progress with anyone other than parents, legal guardian, or a person that had been authorized by you through a formal letter addressed to me. This discussion will only take place at a formally requested conference. However, we prefer to speak directly with a parent or legal guardian about the progress of their child in order to avoid any confusion.

II. Expectations

1) Students are expected to be respectful of teachers and fellow students.
2) Students are expected to be prepared for learning and have all materials necessary for class lessons.
3) Students are expected to ask questions if they do not understand.
4) Contribution to class discussion is expected.
5) Students are expected to take pride in their classroom and work at keeping it in order.
6) Students are expected to be neat in the completion of their assignments.
7) It is necessary that the students give their parents all materials that are sent home.  
8) Students are expected to present notes from the parent to the appropriate teacher as soon as they arrive in the classroom.
9) Students are expected to have their agenda everyday.
III. Important Information

1) Upon student’s return to school from an absence it is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up work from teacher.

2) Make-up work will be done in accordance with the handbook unless otherwise written on the homework sheet by the teacher. 

Ten (10) points will automatically be deducted for any late assignments after the first day it is due. An additional ten (10) points will be deducted after the second day it is due. 

3) Any test a student fails must be signed by a parent or legal guardian and returned the following day.
